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Programs

Regular programs are conducted in
UMRL libraries, supporting the
organisation’s mission, “To provide
an innovative and flexible library
service to local communities”.
Programs at each branch reflect
the needs and interests of local
community members.

THE ALBURY LIBRARY/MUSEUM HOLDS ALTERNATE
fortnightly Baby Bounce and Toddler Time story, rhyme and
movement sessions, these events have excellent attendance.
A digital storytelling project was also offered at the Albury
Library/Museum, undertaken in league with ex Bonegilla
migrant camp residents. The films will be part of an extended
Bonegilla exhibition to be included in the Kidspace and
Infozone areas of the Library/Museum.

At the Wodonga Library, children’s programs cater for all ages:
e Cuddles for the six to eighteen month olds,

* Toddlers for eighteen months to three years and

* Preschool story times for the three to four year olds.
These programs assist parents in developing children’s
language skills and love of books.

Wodonga Library’s school holiday programs are always
popular and this year have included cartooning workshops,
creative writing sessions, rocket science and Fab ‘n Funky
clothes decoration. The annual Family night this year saw
children, parents and staff dressed as pirates, creating
mayhem and laughter in the library.

Wodonga Library staff also regularly visit a variety of
playgroups and parent get togethers to provide stories and
information on language development.

Activity programs for children and families continue to be a
focus at Lavington Library, with Story Time regularly attracting
up to fifty attendees. Christmas Story Time with Santa attracted
over one hundred preschoolers and their parents. A fortnightly
Baby Bounce session has also been introduced, offering rhymes,
songs and movement for babies and their carers.
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The Beechworth Library has a weekly
preschool Story Time, organised by two very keen
volunteers which is working well. Montessori School of
Beechworth is bringing Prep to Year Three students to visit
the library on a fortnightly basis to use the facilities and to
familiarise themselves with library procedures. These groups
have individual time in searching the catalogue and some
internet searching.

Preschool Story Time Sessions continue every week at the
Corowa Library, attended by mainly two to three year olds.
Songs and action rhymes for this age group, the session
always finishes with the Hokey Pokey. Mums, dads,
grandparents and carers enjoy this as much as the children.
Numbers are growing each week.

During the year the Corowa Library had two playgroups visit
the library for special Story Time sessions.

The local kindergarten is now visiting the Corryong Library
once a term and during second term this coincided with the
Library and Information Week’s Simultaneous Story Time.
The children enjoyed listening to, Pete the Sheep, by Jackie
French and browsing other picture books.

There is a strong primary school membership at the
Holbrook Library as all of the students of St Patrick’s school
become members when they reach year two and visit the
library fortnightly.

St Patrick’s School visits the Holbrook Library fortnightly in three
separate groups borrowing a variety of fiction and non-fiction.
